In Literacy, we will continue to instil a love of 

story books . We have a book of the week and 

end of session stories, as well as regularly 

reading with the children individually and in 

small groups. We encourage lots of discus-

sions about what we have read .  

This term our author focus is Jez Alborough, 

so we will be reading The Duck in the Truck, 

Where’s My Teddy? And more. We will also 

be reading  a range of other stories, both fic-

tion and non-fiction based on the topics.
